ZEBRA BAR – This music bar will have a dance floor and inviting atmosphere. This space will be exotic and inspired by African themes. Lamp shades, flooring, sculptures and picture frames will all be black and white, in line with the design theme.
STONE AGE – Children will play in an area of their own, filled with prehistoric caves and among dinosaurs. The theme will carry through to the games on Deck 14, with a new Puppet Theater.
