The first cruise departs Nov. 4 and the season ends with the last departure on Feb. 22, 2008. MSC Musica will alternate a western Mediterranean cruise (Genoa, Barcelona, Gibraltar, Funchal, Tenerife, Arrecife, Malaga, Civitavecchia) with an eastern Mediterranean itinerary (Genoa, Ajaccio, Valletta, Rhodes, Alexandria for Cairo, Tripoli, Messina, Naples).
